Luke 1:5-23

At a Unique Time
When God had not spoken to man for about 400
years.

Luke 1:72-23, “72 To perform the mercy promised
to our fathers, and to remember his holy covenant;

“God remembered (Zacharais) His holy covenant
and the oath (Elizabeth) which he swore to give
remissions of sins and the tender mercy (John) of
our God!
