Relation to God ~ Wrong in its use. 
VOICE WITHOUT – HISTORY 

 Prohibited by Scriptural Principle.  

 

Relation to God ~ Perhaps not wrong. 
VOICE WITHIN – CONSCIENCE (*) 

Prohibited if we doubt. 

 

 

Relation to God ~ Absolutely not sin. 
 

Prohibited if not expedient. 

 

 

Relation to God ~ Absolutely not sin. 
 

Prohibited if causes brother to be offended, 
to violate their conscience.
